USER GUIDE

BEFORE YOU BEGIN CUTTING
Spray the entire cutting area and blade with plenty of water. 
Lubrication is vital for maximum cutting ease. Failure to use 
water increases cutting friction and will cause tool damage. 
Periodically spray the blade with water. To prevent potential 
rust caused by water droplets, place a few drops of oil into 
the sheath every day and allow it to run down in the blade 
holder.

REMOVAL OF GLASS

• Always wear safety gloves when using any Equalizer® auto 
glass cut-out knife.
• Do not activate Equalizer® tools until they are in the cutting 
position. Disengage the tool and let it stop before taking it 
out of the urethane.
• The blade is sharp and can cut even when the tool is not 
running. 
• Do not force the tool. Put light forward pressure on the tool. • Do not force the tool. Put light forward pressure on the tool. 
Let it do the work.
• Consider your work environment. Do not use in or expose 
power tools to rain or damp weather.
• Do not lay tool on the dash, the blade and sheath can be hot 
after use and could damage the dash.
• Unplug from power source before servicing and when • Unplug from power source before servicing and when 
changing accessories.

SAFETY INFORMATION

The blade is installed by lifting the quick connect lever, fully 
inserting the shaft of the blade into the sheath, and pressing the 
quick connect lever back down.

CHANGING THE BLADE

1. Loosen the screws with a 3/16” hex wrench.
2. Make note of the built-in sheath stop located at the back of 
the sheath holder.
3. Remove the old sheath.
4. Insert the new sheath until it touches the stop, but DO NOT 
insert the sheath past the stop!
